NOTE: Sanctification takes place as we obey the word of God. 1 Peter 1:14-
16, 22 points out that people become "holy" and "purified" by obeying the
truth. This holiness is sanctification. Sin is breaking God's law, 1 John 3:4.
In sanctification, God delivers me from the POWER of sin. Sanctification is
VICTORIOUS LIVING, 1 Corinthians 15:57; 2 Corinthians 2:14. And it is
accomplished IN ME, by Jesus, 1 Corinthians 1:30.

Do I obey the word or does Jesus do it IN me? Romans 8:3, 4
