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 1 “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever be-
lieves in Him should not perish but have everlasting life” (John 3:16). 
“Therefore by [Jesus] let us continually o� er the sacri� ce of praise to God, that is, the 
fruit of our lips, giving thanks to His name” (Hebrews 13:15).

 2 “For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His 
life a ransom for many” (Mark 10:45).

 3 “Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good” (Romans 12:21).

 4 “But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion for them, be-
cause they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd. Then He said 
to His disciples, ‘The harvest truly is plentiful, but the laborers are few. Therefore 
pray the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into His harvest’ ” (Matthew 9:36-
38).

 5 “Looking unto Jesus, the author and � nisher of our faith, who for the joy that was 
set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the 
right hand of the throne of God” (Hebrews 12:2).

 6 “For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek, for the same Lord over all is rich 
to all who call upon Him. For ‘whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved’ ” 
(Romans 10:12, 13).

 7 “Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above 
every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, 
and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, and that every tongue should 
confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father” (Philippians 2:9-11).

 8 “For You, Lord, are good, and ready to forgive, and abundant in mercy to all those 
who call upon You” (Psalm 86:5).

 9 “And we have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he 
who abides in love abides in God, and God in him. . . . We love Him because He � rst 
loved us” (1 John 4:16, 19).

 10 “Then the multitudes who went before and those who followed cried out, saying: 
‘Hosanna to the Son of David! “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the LORD!” 
Hosanna in the highest!’ ” (Matthew 21:9).

 11 “I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears much 
fruit; for without Me you can do nothing” (John 15:5).

 12 “This is My commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you. Greater 
love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends” (John 15:12, 13).

 13 “Finally, all of you be of one mind, having compassion for one another; love as    
brothers, be tenderhearted, be courteous” (1 Peter 3:8).
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
